Our School Day
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Grades K – 6

The school day begins at 8:05 a.m. and ends at 2:50 p.m.

Walking student(s) or student(s) drop off
We ask that all K-6 students that walk or get dropped off at school not arrive before 7:45 a.m. unless requested to do so by a teacher.  Students will not be allowed to go to their classroom until 7:45am. We do not allow parents to escort their child(ren) to their classroom at drop-off unless they have an appointment with a teacher or permission from the elementary principal. 


Accidents

Any accident involving injury to a student or damage to school property should be reported to the school immediately.  The school does not provide student accident insurance.  We do offer the opportunity to purchase this type of insurance to those families who feel they need this secondary coverage.
Admittance to School

Children entering kindergarten must be five years old before the first day of September.  Our school’s policy is to stay within this age limitation; however, you may request early admittance before April 1st preceding the academic year for which the requested early admission might occur. Please call the elementary principal for a copy of the district policy.  
Animals in School
We cannot allow children to bring pets or animals to school due to allergies and air quality.  We do know children love to show and tell about their pets and we ask that they bring photos rather than the live animal.

Assignment Notebooks
Assignment notebooks are used in grades 3-6 and are a communication tool between home and school.  The notebooks should be coming home each night with your child.  Please take time to see what they are studying and have them communicate to you what transpired during the course of the day.  Because it is coming home on a daily basis, it will serve as a valuable resource.  We ask that you sign or initial your child’s assignment notebook nightly.

Athletics and Activities

The high school does have a full slate of athletic events during the entire year.  If your elementary student attends any event at the high school, you are asked to talk to him or her about proper behavior at these events.  We at the school do talk to them, but it would be helpful if it came from the home also.

Students of any age group may be asked to leave an event if they fail to act properly.  For the sake of all who attend the various activities at school, students and adults are asked to display good sportsmanship and courtesy.
Elementary students participating in activities that are conducted immediately after school must report to the area where the activity is being held.  If the activity starts at a later time, the student must go home and come back at the activity’s start time. There is no supervision provided for elementary students unless they go to Randolph Child Care (RCC), which is available at an additional charge and needs to be arranged ahead of time.
Attendance

Minnesota State Law requires students of elementary school age to be attending school on a regular basis. The responsibility of the school is to provide a safe, nurturing environment where your son/daughter can make academic progress. When your child is not in school, even for a short period of time, he/she is missing many learning opportunities. Your responsibility as parents is to guarantee that your son/daughter is at school, on time, every day that he/she can reasonably attend. This will be sending an important message to our students that education is a top priority in the activities that will make them successful in life. 


We must have a written note, email, or a phone call to document their absence in our files. Failure to do this will declare it an unexcused absence or tardy. After a student reaches an excessive number of absences, and barring a family emergency, the school has a legal right and obligation to notify the office of social services and charge the students parents with educational neglect due to their child’s in habitual truancy
Please refer to the Student Attendance Policy 503 on our school website.
Bike Safety
Many students ride bikes to school.  Bikes are not to be ridden on the school grounds during school hours.  Upon arrival at the school grounds, the student must go directly to the bike rack and park it.  Also, skateboards, scooters and roller blades are not to be used on school grounds.

Parents must assume the responsibility of the bike rider on his/her way to and from school.  Parents must also assume responsibility for bikes stolen from the school parking rack.  It might be a good idea to provide your child with a lock for his/her bike.
Bullying Policy
Bullying means any written or verbal expression, physical act or gesture, or pattern thereof, by a student that is intended to cause or is perceived as causing distress to one or more students and which substantially interferes with another student’s or students’ educational benefits, opportunities, or performance.  Bullying includes, but is not limited to; conduct by a student against another student that a reasonable person under the circumstances knows or should know has the effect of:  harming a student; damaging a student’s property; placing a student in reasonable fear of harm to his or her person or property; or creating a hostile educational environment for a student.
Please refer to the Bullying Policy 514 on our school website.

Bus Safety and Conduct
A high percentage of all students in our district ride school buses to and from school.  We are required to teach a unit of bus safety the first few weeks of the school year to every grade level.  We also make students aware of all bus rules and policies relating to bus conduct periodically throughout the school year.  Please take time to discuss bus safety and appropriate conduct with your child.

If your child is having problems on the bus, feel free to contact the bus driver or the school to discuss the situation.
Bus students must also remember that riding a bus is a privilege.  The vehicle should be treated with respect, as should the property of others who are also riding.  Many of the difficulties which occur on our buses begin by students not showing the proper respect to people or property.
Bus Service
Bus drivers are instructed to deliver each student to the designated point of delivery, unless parents notify the bus driver of a change in writing.  Teachers are also instructed to make sure students go home their normal way unless notified in person, in writing, or via phone call of the change.  We do have a procedure to follow if guests are riding a bus;

1)
The guest must have a note signed by his/her parents to show the teacher and the bus driver.  

This note must include the date and the place the child is going to visit.

2)
The hosting child or parents must contact the school to make sure the number of guests will not 

cause a problem.  The parent must then write a note to show the teacher and the bus driver.  

This note must include a list of the guests and the date they will be riding the bus.

Change of Address

If you move during the school year, please contact the elementary school office promptly with proof of residency of your new address.  We also require you to notify the office when you change your phone number, cell phone number, email address, etc.  We must have accurate emergency contact information for your child’s safety.
Classroom Placement for the Next School Year
The assignment of students to classrooms is a task requiring careful planning by the school staff.   Using a team approach, grade level teachers and our special education staff will collaborate and place student’s in classrooms that will allow them to be successful. We do not allow parent requests for placement.  The staff will also follow the criteria below when placing students in instructional groups:

· Heterogeneous Groups:  A mixture of academic abilities, talents, personalities and gender.
· Students with Special Needs:  Students, who are learning disabled, are physically   handicapped or have emotional and/or behavioral considerations will be placed appropriately.

· Special Information:  Identified by the parent/guardian.
Conferences

We strongly recommend that students participate in conferences.  This allows them to have ownership in the process and be accountable for their own education.  If your child is living between two homes, please attempt to have both parents attend at the same conference time.  Working together to support your child’s education will increase your child’s academic success and assist in providing consistent homework practices in each household.


Please remember that you need not wait for an invitation to have a conference.  Additional conferences are encouraged if you or the teacher feels there is a need.  Contact your child’s teacher if you desire an additional conference.

Crisis Management Plan

Children and their safety are our major concern.  The Randolph School District has established a policy to assure their well-being.  The Crisis Management Plan is available in each office.  We want to have both a welcoming and safe school environment for our children and their parents and we appreciate your cooperation.


All exterior doors will be locked from 8:15 a.m. to 2:15 p.m.  As part of our crisis management plan, a lockdown drill is practiced five (5) times during the school year.  
Data Privacy


Schools can release information about students to appropriate parties like a hospital, police department, or emergency squad, if an emergency exists and this information is necessary to protect the health or safety of an individual  

Dress Code
Good attitude and behavior in school can be directly related to students who are appropriately dressed for school. While students at Randolph Elementary, and their parents, have major responsibility in selecting appropriate clothing, the school has the authority and responsibility to set guidelines to help determine what appropriate dress for school is.  The following guidelines outline our determination of appropriate dress:

· Students may not wear clothing if it displays profanity sexually or racially offensive words, expressions, or pictures. Clothing which advertises products that are illegal for minors is prohibited on school property (i.e. alcohol, tobacco, drugs, and weapons.) Anyone wearing such clothing will be asked to change before being allowed in class.
· No purses, backpacks, coats, sunglasses or blankets are to be worn during school hours.

· State public health laws require shoes to be worn in school. 

· Clothing must cover the midriff, chest and undergarments. No tube tops or short shorts are allowed.  
· All clothing will be clean, in good repair and considered appropriate by the Randolph Elementary administration.
· The display of the confederate flag is not allowed to be displayed on school property or at school events. 
Discipline

Whenever a group of people, young or old, gathers together for a special purpose, rules of order and behavior must be established.  In our school, the teachers set up the rules for their own classrooms, with the approval from the principal.  The ultimate goal of good discipline is to help students develop self-control, self-respect for the people and property around them.  The school requests parental cooperation in achieving this goal.


Detention is set-up for grades 4-6, for those students who continually disrespect or do not conduct themselves in an appropriate manner.  Parents will be notified in writing and/or a phone call if this should occur.
Fire and Tornado Drills


Fire and tornado drills are held during the school year. It is the responsibility of the student to know the specific directions for exiting the building. An exit plan is posted in each room.  We conduct a minimum of five fire drills per year and one tornado drill per year.

Health Services
Illness
Please use the following guidelines to decide if your child should be kept home for illness:

· If they have a temperature greater than 100.3 degrees they need to stay home. You must keep them home until they are fever free for 24 hours or a full school day without the help of medication.
· If your child vomits up in the morning or in the night, please keep them home for one full school day after vomiting has ended.

· If your child has been prescribed an antibiotic for an illness they need to stay home for the first 24 hours of antibiotic use
· If your child has head lice, you MUST take the appropriate steps needed to ensure proper treatment is done. Lice spreads very easily so it is important that you take the time to thoroughly treat your child’s head and make sure all nits have been removed. 

If a child has any one of the following conditions, the parent/guardian will be notified to pick up the child immediately: contagious disease, fever 100.3 degrees F or higher, vomiting, or diarrhea. Children having these symptoms will not be allowed to return for one full school day. If the student is seen by a doctor and diagnosed with a communicable disease, or is being treated for head lice, please call and inform the school as soon as possible.  The information will remain confidential.

When appropriate, fact sheets will be sent home explaining a health problem and what action is recommended.  Please save these sheets for reference.  Occasionally, we will screen a class for health needs, such as rashes or head lice if warranted.

Student Medication Policy
Purpose: To assure safe and proper handling of medication to the student at school in accordance with Minnesota Statue 121A.22
1. The Authorization for Medication form must be completed by the parent(s)/ legal guardian AND physician BEFORE ANY PRESCRIPTION medication will be given in the school

2. Over the counter medication will be given by trained personnel ONLY if the school Authorization for Medication is completed by a parent(s)/legal guardian. 
3. The parent(s)/legal guardian of the student shall assume responsibility for informing the nurse of ANY change in the student’s medication. Medication dosage changes must be prescribed and documented in writing by the physician. 
4. For the parent(s)/legal guardian and the child’s protection the medication will be brought to school by an adult. 
5. ALL prescriptions must be brought to the school in a prescription bottle as issued by a PHARMACIST. The label must match the doctor’s written order. ALL over the counter medication must be brought in the original, sealed, purchased container with the child’s name on it.  
6. If the medication dose requires that a pill be cut in half, the medication must be brought into school already cut for proper dosing. 
7. All written medication authorizations are effective for the CURRENT school year only.
8. Request for self-administered medications with be dealt with on an individual student basis. Approval will be determined on a case-by-case basis by the School Nurse. 
Homework
Homework in the elementary grades will be minimal and should fall into one of these two classifications:

1.
Work assigned by the teacher for the purpose of reinforcing skills already taught at school.

2.
Projects, reports, etc., which are to be completed at home to supplement individual needs and interest.  In most cases, plenty of classroom time is given to complete daily assignments. If the student uses this time efficiently, there should be no need for homework every night.  Projects and reports are normally assigned so that ample time is available without the need of a child “burning the midnight oil.”  If your child does seem to be bringing a lot of homework home regularly, it may indicate a need for a conference with the teacher.

When homework is assigned we ask for parental cooperation.  You can help by:

1.
Providing some help, but not doing the work.

2.
Making sure assignments are completed and returned to school.
Immunizations


Each student shall be in compliance with the current Minnesota Immunization Law.  Those not in compliance shall be excluded from school until immunizations are given or a notarized conscientious immunization exemption form is on file. Please contact the elementary secretary if necessary.


Before a student enters school, the Minnesota State Department of Health requires that the child be immunized against diphtheria, tetanus, pertussis, polio, measles, mumps, rubella, hepatitis B, hepatitis A and varicella.  It is the responsibility of the parent/guardians to have the immunizations up-to-date, report the dates to the school or have a notarized conscientious immunization exemption form is on file.
Instructional Materials

Instructional materials and library resources are furnished to all elementary students free of charge.  These materials are given to each child with the understanding that the child will take care of them and treat them with respect.  If the materials are not taken care of or are damaged, a fine may be imposed based on the extent of the damage, and the cost of replacement.
Kindergarten
Children entering kindergarten must have registration materials on file prior to the first day of school.  Students admitted to kindergarten must be five (5) years of age on or before September 1st.  A birth certificate, an up-to-date immunization record, and verification of Early Childhood Screening are required to register.
Lost and Found

Randolph Elementary School has a “Lost and Found” table.  A large variety of articles end up there each year.  Most of the articles are in extremely good condition.  If your child loses an article of clothing, please take the time to come in and check our “Lost and Found.”  These items will also be displayed during all conference hours.  For this reason, we strongly suggest that parents permanently label all jackets, coats, boots, mittens, tennis shoes, etc. with your child’s name.

Lunch/Breakfast Program


Breakfast will be served daily from 7:50-8:05 AM and is available to all students. Breakfast is free for all students. Breakfast will not be available on late start days. 
All meals served must meet patterns established by the U.S. Department of Agriculture.  If your child has dietary restrictions prescribed by a physician, please contact the elementary office and our food service department.

Meal payments are to be taken or mailed to your child/children’s school.  The responsibility lies with the student and parent/guardian to maintain an adequate balance.  
Milk Allergy

If your child is allergic to milk products, the lunch service will substitute an alternative 
product upon receipt of documentation from their physician.  State regulations require a physician’s 
signature to this note and it must be presented annually.
Milk Program

Milk breaks are provided for all elementary students.  Parents may pay for milk break for students in grades 1-6 on a semester basis.  Fee schedules are available by calling the district office at 507-263-2151 Ext 201.
There is no charge for kindergartners who have milk break.
Snack Cart
The Snack Cart is offered to 1st thru 6th grades during milk breaks.  The snack cart is to help students make SMART CHOICES by offering healthy snacks. Parents may pay for snack cart for students in grades 1-6 on a semester basis. Fee schedules are available by calling the district office at 507-263-2151 Ext 201.
No Smoking


School District #195 is a smoke free environment.  Smoking is not permitted in school buildings, school vehicles, or on school grounds.  Visitors are required to follow this policy.

Parental Custody

In cases where parents are separated or divorced, it is recommended that the school have documentation of custody and visitation rights.  This is particularly true when one parent has sole legal custody, or when there is a legal restriction on the non-custodial parent’s access to the child(ren) or their school record.
Minnesota Statutes Section 120A.22, Subdivision 1a, and Section 518.17, Subdivision 3 provide that “upon request, a non-custodial parent has the right of access to, and to receive copies of school records and information, to attend conferences, and to be informed about the child’s welfare, educational progress, and status, as authorized under section 518.17, subdivision 3.  The school is not required to hold a separate conference for each parent.”

If there is no legal restriction, and upon request, the school will:

· Send duplicate correspondence to the non-custodial parent;

· Arrange for review of school records by the non-custodial parents;
· Keep non-custodial parents apprised of major school events.

The custodial parent is responsible to:

· Provide a copy of the signed and certified court order to the school.
· Provide the school with any revisions/updates in the court order that affect custody, visitation, or record-access rights.

The school is responsible to:

· Maintain a copy of the relevant sections of the court order;

· Inform appropriate school personnel of the provisions or restrictions in the court order;

· Abide by the provisions and/or restrictions ordered.

Pledge of Allegiance

Students in this school district shall recite the Pledge of Allegiance to the flag of the United States of America one or more times each week.  Anyone who does not wish to participate in the pledge of allegiance for any personal reason may elect not to do so.  Students and school personnel must respect another person’s right to make that choice.  
Preschool Bus Riding 
· Any preschool student that intends to use Randolph School transportation must be accompanied by an older sibling or relative.

· School staff members must be informed in advance if a preschooler is to ride the bus.

· The appropriate paper work must be filled out prior to the student riding the bus.

· Preschoolers must be picked up from the preschool/RCC room by the older sibling/relative and walked out to the bus when riding the P.M. bus.

· Randolph regular routes will not be altered to pick up or drop off preschool students.

Recess


All students will be required to go outside every day as long as the temperature and/or wind-chill do not fall below 0 degrees. Students are expected to wear appropriate clothing during winter weather, including appropriate footwear. During supervised periods of outdoor recess, children are required to wear boots or other appropriate footwear on the playground through the winter months. Often we will experience a warm day. Boots are still required due to the melting snow and wet conditions on the playground. If a child does not have the appropriate attire repeatedly a reminder letter will be sent home. We appreciate parent cooperation in stressing this requirement.
Respect of Public and Private Property
Please remind your children that the proper care and use of school equipment and supplies will extend their usefulness.  Costs of equipment and supplies constantly rise.  Economically we must try to extend the life span of our equipment and supplies.


Encourage your child to respect the property of your neighbors as they go to and from school.  Use sidewalks whenever they are available and deposit litter only in proper containers.  Caring for a lawn is a difficult task.  We hope our students do not make that job more difficult.


Bus students must also remember that riding a bus is a privilege.  The vehicle should be treated with respect, as should the property of others who are also riding.  Many of the difficulties, which occur on our busses, begin by students not showing the proper respect to people or property.

Reminders to your child along these lines would be very beneficial to all concerned.

Report Cards

Progress reports are sent home four times each year, at approximately nine-week intervals.  These evaluations are meant to show your child’s individual growth and development in academic, social, emotional, and physical areas.


If you have any questions concerning the report form or have concerns about your child’s progress, please feel free to contact your child’s teacher or the principal.
School Closings Due to Emergencies

The decision to hold or cancel school is made by the superintendent after very careful consideration of the health and safety of the majority of students enrolled in our schools.


During the winter months especially, weather causes many concerns for large rural and bus districts like Randolph.  We ask that you listen to the local radio and TV stations along with checking your email for a Quick Hits notification whenever the weather looks threatening.  We broadcast school announcements on the following stations:

CBS (channel 4), KARE 11 (channel 11), and KSTP (channel 5).


Please keep the following things in mind concerning emergency closings:
1. The decisions to hold school or not will be made as early as possible.

2. School may be closed, or school may be scheduled to start late.  Late starts are used to allow safer travel.  Please continue to listen to the radio and TV stations for further updates.

3. School may be dismissed earlier than normal if the weather gets bad during the day.  Again, tune into the same radio and TV stations.

4. Plan ahead.  Have arrangements made in advance with neighbors and friends in case of inclement weather.  
5. Randolph Child Care (RCC) will follow the same procedures as the school.  This means if school is delayed or released early, RCC will do the same.
6. Please do not make unnecessary phone calls to the school concerning school closings.  These lines must be kept open for urgent or emergency communications.

7. Please dress your children appropriately during the winter months.  It is absolutely essential for their health and safety in an emergency.

In the event a sudden severe storm comes upon us during the day that makes any travel impossible, arrangements will be made to feed and shelter students in the school or at the home of families in town.

Special Education Opportunities
Special education programs are available for all students with disabilities, whether physical, emotional, behavioral, or cognitive.  There is a wide range of services available.  Randolph Elementary will assure each student receives his or her right to an education.

Student Release From School

The school district strongly recommends parents view the school calendar when considering possibilities for appointments.  Some appointments may be able to be made on days when school is not in session for students.  We do understand that on occasion a student may need to be excused from school for a dental or doctor appointment.  Please send a note to your child’s teacher stating the time of pick-up.  This note will also be transferred to the elementary office for notification.  Elementary students will not be allowed to report to the high school office to meet older siblings.  Parents must report to the elementary office when picking up your child.  This is to insure student safety.
Tennessen Warning

When Randolph School District 195 request non-public data concerning you or your family, the purpose of that request will be specifically stated to you. In addition, our overall purpose and intended use of all such data shall be for the smooth and uninterrupted conduct of business to fulfill the educational purpose of Randolph School District No. 195. At the time that any non-public data is requested from you regarding your family, you will be informed of the consequences arising from supplying or refusing to supply such information. In addition, you will be informed of the persons or entities authorized by law to receive the information, unless the individual requesting the information does so pursuant to a law enforcement investigation, otherwise governed by law. Unless you are specifically notified otherwise, the information gathered by Randolph School District No. 195 will be routinely accessed by District personnel agents, contractors and other authorized by law to the extent necessary. Please notify school officials if you do not want your child’s picture in the media or certain data released.

The Randolph School Administration reserves the right to make policy changes or amendments during the school year for the improvement of the overall school process. Changes will be put in the daily bulletin/school website. If you have any questions about a change contact the principal.

Testing

Students in our elementary school take certain standardized achievement tests on a regular basis from grades two through six.  The following tests are used:

1. Minnesota Comprehensive Assessments – These tests will be given to grades 3, 4, 5 & 6 beginning mid February and ending mid May of this year.  Individual results will be sent home to the parents/guardians.  The data we receive from the state assessments are used to help us evaluate and improve our curriculum.  We are able to see how we compare as a school to other schools in the state, and we are able to see if we are performing at a level we feel, as a school, is acceptable in each facet of the total skills required in the subject areas being tested.

2. Please try and schedule vacations and/or appointments around state testing dates.  These tests are very important and we would like to have every student at school on these days.
Volunteers

Volunteers at Randolph Elementary are required to have a background check. You can find the Informed Consent Form on our website under District/Employment/Application Forms. The volunteer is responsible for the background check fee, currently $15.00.
Weapons

1.
Definitions:  includes a firearm, whether loaded or unloaded, any device designed as a weapon or through its use capable of threatening or causing bodily harm or death or any device or instrument which is used to threaten or cause bodily harm or death. Examples of weapons are: guns, including air guns, pellet guns, BB guns, look-alike guns such as water pistols or toys that could be mistaken for real, and non functioning guns that could be used to threaten others, knives; or other propellants, stun guns; and ammunition.
2.
Possession:  includes having a weapon on one’s person or in an area subject to one’s control, at school, on a school bus, on or near school premises or at school sponsored home or away activities. 
3.
Consequences:  due to their inherent nature, possession of a weapon will result in (a) confiscation of the weapon (b) immediate suspension (c) notification of the police and other appropriate authorities; and (d) possible expulsion and/or exclusion proceedings will be implemented.
A student who finds a weapon on the way to school, in the school, or on school grounds, and takes the weapon immediately to the principal’s office shall not be considered to be in possession of a weapon.
