EQUAL OPPORTUNITY POLICY
The Randolph School District, in compliance with current state and federal statutes and regulations and in recognition of its obligation to provide equal opportunity for education and employment for all persons within its jurisdiction, affirms that it will not discriminate on the basis of race, religion, color, national origin, economic status, or disability in the following areas:

STUDENT RIGHTS & RESPONSIBILITIES
As a student at Randolph Schools, you can be assured of certain rights:
· The school district does not provide any insurance for injuries or theft, which may occur while your child is involved in school or a school sponsored activity.
· Fair treatment for students shall be such as to protect them from arbitrary decisions.
· All decisions affecting students shall be based on careful investigation of the facts and the fair application of rules and regulations.
· Students shall be apprised of the school rules by means of this student handbook.  Students are expected to be familiar with and follow the rules and regulations contained in this handbook.
· This handbook is intended to offer students and parents an explanation and clarification of the policies and guidelines administered at Randolph Schools.
· Students are responsible for their behavior, following school guidelines and actively pursuing learning.
· Anyone who does not wish to participate in the Pledge of Allegiance for any personal reason may elect not to do so.
· This handbook is in affect year round, not just during school days.

VOLUNTEER POLICY
Randolph School District requires a Criminal History Background Check on all volunteers who provide services to the school.
ACADEMIC INFORMATION

ACADEMIC LETTER
Students in grades 9-12 have the opportunity to letter in academics by meeting the following criteria:
· Maintain a 3.50 or higher cumulative GPA throughout the current school year.
· Receive no letter grade lower than a C.
· After receiving a letter, a student may purchase a bar for each subsequent year in which they qualify for the academic letter.  






CHANGE OF SCHEDULE
Student schedules are made on the basis of pre-registration.  An effort will be made to accommodate students who wish to add or drop a class during the first two days of the semester. Certain classes are full year classes and may not be available for add/drop at the semester break. If a student drops or is removed from a class after the add/drop deadline, an “F” grade will go on the students’ transcript for that class.  Students may not be eligible to drop core-required courses or drop classes in which they are receiving a passing grade.

COURSE LENGTH & PASS/FAIL DETERMINATION
Final grades for all courses are determined on a semester basis.  One credit is earned for each semester course successfully completed.  Each semester has two quarters.  Included in each quarter may be a quarterfinal test, which may count up to 20% of the final quarter grade.  To pass the semester, the percentage average of the two quarters must be 60% (D-) or higher.

CHEATING
Cheating of any kind in school may result in an immediate “F” for that specific incident and further disciplinary measures may be taken by the school administration.

REPORT CARDS & PROGRESS REPORTS
Students will be issued Quarter Report at the end of each quarter and midterm Progress Report half way into each quarter.  These reports will be posted on Campus Portal.  Midterm and Quarter dates for progress reports are published in the monthly school calendar and in the school newsletter. Parents are encouraged to contact the teacher involved if the student is experiencing academic difficulty in any subject. Report cards are posted approximately one week after each quarter.

INCOMPLETE GRADES
A student who receives a grade of incomplete at the end of a grading period must make arrangements to complete the work within one week from the last day of the quarter.  If the work is not completed during this period, a grade of “F” for the work not completed may be averaged with the other grades to determine the quarter grade.

PARTICIPATION IN COMMENCEMENT
It is the policy at Randolph Public Schools to graduate only those students who have fulfilled all academic requirements.  These requirements include the successful completion of 54 semester credits.  Graduating students must meet all Graduation Standards. In order for students to be eligible in commencement ceremonies (walk-through graduation) a student must have completed 51 credits by the senior’s final day of school. 
(Students who attend an alternative education program outside of Randolph High School must meet with the Administration by the end of October of their senior year to determine whether they are eligible for a diploma and to participate in Randolph’s graduation ceremony.  A student must have attended Randolph High School for 5 consecutive quarters prior to enrolling at DCALS to be eligible to graduate from Randolph High School.
 

GRADUATION HONORS
The valedictorian, salutatorian and all students eligible for gold or silver honor cords will be determined after the 1st semester of the senior year, no exceptions. This includes students who participate in PSEO either full or part time. To be eligible for valedictorian and salutatorian, the cumulative grade point average will be used from the student’s 9th through 12th grade years as a measure. Students who wear honor cords at the commencement ceremony are to have a cumulative grade point average of 3.50 or higher. Students who attain a 3.7 cumulative grade point average will be deemed “Graduating with Highest Honors” and will be awarded a gold cord. Students with a cumulative grade point average of 3.5 to 3.699 will be deemed “Graduating with Honors” and will receive a silver cord.  After the second semester grades are compiled we will officially rank the grade point averages for honoree clarification, students may receive honors after 2 semester that did not have them for the ceremony.


EARLY GRADUATION
The Board of Education has authorized graduation for those who complete the required number of credits for graduation by the end of the first semester of their senior year. A student intending to graduate early must inform the Administration by Friday of the first week of school of their senior year to make necessary arrangements to complete all required courses and present their case to a committee.

HONOR ROLL
Scholarship is encouraged and recognized through an academic honor roll.  The honor roll is compiled at the close of each semester.  “A” honor roll students must have a semester Grade Point Average (GPA) of at least 3.665 and have no grade lower than a “B-”.  “B” honor roll students must have a semester GPA of at least 3.00 and have no grade lower than a “C-”.
The honor roll will be posted approximately two weeks following the end of the semester on the school website, in the Cannon Falls Beacon and other possible news outlets.

FOREIGN EXCHANGE STUDENTS
Foreign Exchange Students will not factor in class rank, valedictorian or salutatorian or listed on the honor roll and will receive a certificate of attendance, not a diploma.

GRADE POINT AVERAGE & HONOREE CLARIFICATION
No grade point averages (cumulative or period) will be rounded up for academic honors.

JUNIOR HIGH CURRICULUM
Both the Minnesota Department of Education and the Randolph Board of Education determine the junior high curriculum.  It is administered by the Administration.  The primary objective of the junior high curriculum is to provide students with a variety of learning experiences and opportunities to use and further develop good study skills and study habits.

All junior high students are required to take a minimum of seven classes each year.  Students need to successfully pass core classes (English, Math, Social Studies, Science).  Successful completion of a course will be determined by averaging the two semester grades for the year-end grade.

HIGH SCHOOL CURRICULUM
The policy at Randolph High School is to encourage students to take more than the minimum of course credits recommended by the State Department of Education.  This is to assure development to the full potential of each student.  All students in grades 9-12 must register for a minimum of seven classes each semester, and only one aide or study hall for a total of 2 semesters.  Only students in grade12 are allowed to be student aides.

Students in grades 11 and 12 have the opportunity to earn four credits per year for a two-hour course taken at Dakota Technical Center, located in Rosemount, MN.  Students may only register for classes not offered at Randolph School.  These classes are not college credit bearing courses.

Other post-secondary enrollment options are also available.  Please contact the high school office if you would like to know more about these opportunities.  Students who take college courses as post-secondary educational opportunities (PSEO) will have their college credits transferred to their High School transcript at a college/high school ratio that is equivalent to a full load of college credits at the student’s chosen post-secondary college or university.  Whether they are full time PSEO or combination PSEO/high school courses, all student schedules must be approved by the Administration for credit clarification towards the 54 credits required for graduation.  Students who drop out of PSEO will be re-enrolled into Randolph classes on an individual basis.  The date that the student drops out will affect re-enrollment.  Students who take an on-line course will receive a Pass/Fail grade on their report card.  When Randolph Schools receives the student’s grades from the on-line provider, they will be added to the student’s transcript.

MINNESOTA CONTENT STANDARDS
Randolph Public Schools will insure that all 7th through 12th grade students receive appropriate curriculum, instruction and assessment aligned with Minnesota Educational Standards.

GRADUATION REQUIREMENTS
Students and parents/guardians of Randolph Schools will continually be updated concerning the student’s progress towards the completion of the necessary requirements for graduation from Randolph Public Schools.  The student and parents/guardians have the responsibility of making sure any credits that need to be achieved are accomplished.  Credits may have to be achieved at summer or night school that may not be able to be made up at Randolph Schools.  Students are responsible to inform the school 30 days in advance of any credits they are working on outside of Randolph School or the credits may not be accepted and/or a student’s course load at Randolph Schools may be reduced.  A Randolph High School credit completion form will need to be completed by the student and parent/guardian prior to taking any courses outside of Randolph High School’s courses.  Any questions should be directed to the High School Principal.  

MAKE UP OF CREDITS
In the event that a student should fail a course, required or elective, the required credit must be made up.  Students who need to make up a credit should see the Administration.  Independent study with our regular education instructors to make up a failed course will not be available.  Students are responsible to inform the school 30 days in advance of any credits they are working on outside of Randolph School or the credits may not be accepted and/or a student’s course load at Randolph Schools may be reduced.  Students and parents/guardians must fill out a Randolph Schools completion credit form.  You cannot make-up a semester credit until a class has been failed at the end of the semester.

EARLY ARRIVAL OF STUDENTS
Students should not arrive at school before 7:45 a.m. unless requested to do so by a teacher.
 
TRUANCY
School officials have a legal responsibility to account for the presence of students once they arrive at school or why they are absent from school.   A student is considered truant when he/she misses (skips) any part of the school day without approval.  A student may be truant for all or part of a day.  Appropriate disciplinary action will be taken for any truancy.  Tardiness is counted the same way as absences in the truancy laws.
 
REPORTING A STUDENT ABSENT
Parent(s) or guardian(s) must notify the school secretary before 8:30 a.m. on the day the student is absent.  The school telephone numbers are 507-645-4773 and 507-263-2151.  School officials may contact the home of the students who are absent and have not notified the school before 8:30 a.m.  Parents/Guardians may also e-mail the High School Administration or Secretary in the event of an absence.

RETURNING TO SCHOOL AFTER AN ABSENCE
Upon returning to school, the student will bring a note, signed by a parent, stating the date, length of absence, and the specific reason for the absence (Minn. Stat. 120A. 22).  This note is to be brought to the office before classes start. Any appointments require a back to school slip from the place of the appointment for verification.  If a student is absent due to illness, they may not attend after school activities.
 
If a student does not have a note from the parent/guardian or appointment of any kind they will be issued a temporary conditional unexcused absence slip.  The temporary slip will be changed to an excused absence if a parent/guardian or appointment note is presented to the office within 2 days, we expect a note immediately for the absence.

Students with excused absences are allowed to make up missed assignments for credit.  Students with unexcused absences may not be able to make up the work that they missed as a result of skipping class.  Providing work in advance for a student leaving for an extended period of time is not required by school personnel.

VACATION AND MISSING DAYS

A student who will be absent from school for an extended time (i.e. pre-approved trip) should make arrangements with the principal and teachers before the absence occurs.
We do not send homework home in advance of an absence.  Once teachers have taught the lesson, they will save any work your child missed.  We do not expect them to prepare work for vacations.
   
MAKE UP WORK
Excused absences do not excuse students from class work missed. The student has the responsibility for making up work missed.  Teachers will encourage and assist the student in this process, but the responsibility for finding out what the missing assignments were, and how to complete the assignments rests with the student.  Homework will not be compiled for an absent student, unless the absence has been for two or more days in a row. In the event of an absence, parents should e-mail the teachers directly about missed assignments.  Students will have two days to make up assignments for each day of excused absence.


TARDINESS
You are considered tardy if you are not in your seat or at your workstation when the final class bell rings.  If you are late for your first hour, report to the office for a tardy slip.  Detention will be assigned for tardiness to school beginning with the third tardy (unexcused) and for each tardy thereafter.

If you are tardy for any other period during the day, report directly to that class.  Teachers will handle those tardies themselves and give detention notices to the Administration.  The office will not issue passes to students who are tardy to class, periods 2 through 8, students need to get a pass from the person who detained them.  Tardies are accumulated for the duration of the class.

INCLEMENT WEATHER
When it becomes evident that school will be closed on any given day, the administration will contact the following TV stations, channels 4, 5 and 11.  These stations broadcast information concerning the closing of school or of a late start.  You may sign up with these stations to have a text message sent to your cell phone notifying you of school closings or late starts.  You may also sign up to get a text message on the school website under School Alerts Signup.  The school also sends out a Quick Hits.  If in doubt, please call the school at 507-645-4773 or 507-263-2151.

THE SCHOOL DAY

APPROPRIATE DRESS
Good attitude and behavior in school can be directly related to students who are appropriately dressed for school.  While students at Randolph High School, and their parents, have major responsibility in selecting appropriate clothing, the school has the authority and responsibility to set guidelines to help determine what appropriate dress for school is.  The following guidelines outline our definition of appropriate dress:
· Students may not wear clothing if it displays profanity, sexually or racially offensive words, expressions, or pictures.  Clothing which advertises products that are illegal for minors is prohibited on school property (i.e. alcohol, tobacco, drugs, guns and weapons).  Anyone wearing such clothing will be asked to change before being allowed to return to class.  Students need to be fully clothed throughout the school day and at sporting events.
· Clothing articles must not hide the identity of the student.
· No purses, coats, sunglasses or blankets are to be worn during school hours.
· Clothing that may damage school property is prohibited.  This includes shoes with rollers.
· State public health laws require shoes to be worn in school.
· Students may not wear clothing that could be hazardous to themselves or others in their educational activities.
· All clothing must be worn as designed.
· Clothing must cover the midriff, chest and undergarments.  No tube tops or short shorts are allowed.
· All clothing will be clean, in good repair and considered appropriate by the Randolph High School administration.
· The display of the confederate flag is not allowed to be displayed on school property or at school events.
· Any Homecoming, or special event, T-shirts must be approved by the Administration before they are worn to school.  The Administration must see the finished T-shirt before the day they are going to be worn by students.
The school administration reserves the right to review the manner and style of dress of all students and make appropriate requests of students to change if deemed inappropriate for a school setting.  Students in violation of school dress code may be sent home.

PUBLIC DISPLAY OF AFFECTION
Public display of affection is not a socially appropriate behavior in school or at school activities.  Examples that are prohibited are:
· Kissing
· Hugging
· Anybody contact other than holding hands.
Momentary or casual hugging between good friends is permissible.  Students who engage in inappropriate displays of affection will be subject to disciplinary action.

ASSEMBLY PROGRAMS
All assembly programs are held in the gym, or appropriate area.  Students are required to attend all programs.  Attentiveness and courtesy is expected behavior.

CONDUCT IN THE HALLS
Expected good behavior should also be the standard for conduct in the halls.  In order to avoid unnecessary confusion or accidents, it is necessary to follow a few simple rules when passing in the halls.
· Walk, do not run.  Never push or shove.
· Keep to the right in hallways or on the stairs.
· Students in the hall, except during normal passing times, must have a pass.

AFTER SCHOOL
Any student who is not under the direct supervision of a teacher, coach, or staff member must make arrangements to be out of the building by 3:00.  If a student misses their bus after school, they are to notify one of the offices immediately.

AT EVENING EVENTS
During evening activities in the school building or school activities held off of school grounds, students are to stay in the area of the organized activity.  Once a student leaves a school sponsored activity, they will not be allowed back in.

DRIVING TO SCHOOL
A student who breaks any of the driving policies or is driving unsafe, by the opinion of a staff member at Randolph Public Schools, will have consequences, which may result in loss of driving privileges to school.  The following guidelines are for those students who drive to school:
CARS
· Students must park in the spaces provided on the north side of the building or west side of the playground/softball field in the student parking area only.  Student vehicles must be registered with the High School Office and parking permits are required to be displayed during school hours.  The Dakota County Sheriff’s Department will be asked to ticket cars that are parked illegally.
· Do not block areas needed for school buses loading and unloading from 7:30 to 8:10 a.m. and 2:30 to 3:00 p.m.
· Observe the rights of pedestrians.
· THE SPEED LIMIT IN THE CITY OF RANDOLPH IS 35 MPH.  FINES ARE DOUBLED IN SCHOOL ZONES WHICH ARE 20 MPH!
· Students are not permitted to drive their cars or motorcycles OR be in them during lunch period or any free period during the day.

SNOWMOBILES/ATV’s
The following guidelines are for the use of snowmobiles on school grounds:
· Pedestrians have the right of way. Drive slowly and with caution.
· Use proper judgment when operating your machine.
· Must be parked in the student parking lot in a parking place.  Do not drive on sidewalks or lawns.
· Students are not permitted to be on or drive their snowmobiles/ATV’s during the school day.
· Reckless or careless driving may be reported to the Dakota County Sheriff’s Department.
· Stay off of private property.


EMERGENCY DRILL
Fire and tornado drills are held during the year.  It is the responsibility of the student to know the specific directions for exiting each room in which he/she is having classes.  An exit plan is posted in each room. We have state mandated drills each year.  Crisis drills are also conducted throughout the year.

ILLNESS IN SCHOOL
Should you become ill during the school day, please report to the school nurse.  The nurse will call your home or make arrangements for you to either go home or rest in the office area.  For your own safety, DO NOT GO HOME ON YOUR OWN! Students are not allowed to leave school without permission from the office.

MEDICATION
Prescription medications sent to the school must be in a current pharmacy container with the following information on the label: student name, medication name, strength, amount to be given, dispensing date, directions, physician/licensed prescriber name, pharmacy name, address, phone number, signature.  Medications covered by Federal Narcotics Act (example: Ritalin/Methylphenidate, Adderall, Concerta, Dexedrine, Codeine will only be administered in the Heath Office.   Over-the-counter (otc) medications may be administered at school ONLY WITH WRITTEN parent/guardian permission and instructions.  It is required by state law that this form be filled out on an annual basis.  Medication changes:  The Parent/Guardian is responsible for notifying the school nurse and obtains the appropriate physician/licensed prescriber authorization.  All medication (with the exception of asthmatic inhalers) must be brought to the nurse’s office for safe keeping.

PASSES TO LEAVE SCHOOL BUILDING
Passes to leave the building can only be issued from the main office or nurse’s office.  School officials have a legal responsibility to account for the presence of students once they arrive at school.  Any student leaving the school during school hours without written consent from the office will be considered truant.  Appropriate disciplinary action will be taken for any student who violates this policy.

A student must have a phone call, e-mail or note, signed by a parent, stating the date, time and reason for leaving school.  A pass to leave the building will then be issued.  All students must be signed out in the Elementary/District Office before a student is allowed to leave the building. The note should be brought to the main office before the first class begins, and before leaving the building.  

VALUABLES
Each year we receive reports that someone has lost valuables from lockers and locker rooms.  You are responsible to see that no valuables are left unattended.  If you must bring something valuable to school, check it with your instructor or bring it to the office for safe keeping.


VISITORS
The school policy is to accept only those visitors who have legitimate business with the school.  ALL VISITORS MUST SIGN IN THE DISTRICT/ELEMENTARY OFFICE AND PICK UP A VISITOR BADGE.  Parents are always welcome.  Students are not allowed to bring guests to school.  Visitors are expected to leave promptly when their business is completed.

DISCIPLINE
School policies have been written to help students become responsible school citizens.  However, there are times when a student will make a poor decision or shirk responsibility.  The administration will make decisions based on school policy, but circumstances will sometimes warrant individual consideration in determining disciplinary action.

AGE OF MAJORITY
Students who are eighteen (18) years old or older are still obligated to abide by all school district policies and regulations.  Age does not automatically entitle a student to different rights and policies within the school.

ALCOHOL & OTHER DRUGS
Mood altering drugs are an immediate physiological and physical hazard to the user.  The possession of non-prescription drugs is illegal.  If a student is found in possession of these drugs, the parents and/or Dakota County Sheriff will be notified immediately and school consequences will be administered.

Randolph Public Schools
Classroom Expectations
For Grades 7-12

1. Respect the rights and privacy of others.  Inappropriate comments will not be tolerated.  Our goal is to provide an atmosphere that everyone can learn.

2. We encourage you to see your teachers for extra help.  Extra help should be the goal for all students.  Everyone can improve.  Teachers are available for extra help before and after school or by appointment.   You will need a pass to meet with teachers during school hours.  

3. Arrive to class on time.  A third unexcused tardy will qualify you for detention and each subsequent tardy will do the same per quarter.  If another teacher keeps you late, you need to get a pass from that teacher.

4. Be in your class when the bell rings and stay in your seat until the end of the class period unless you have permission to leave it.  The classroom is made up of many learners and we all have a responsibility not to disrupt the education of others.

5. Have all the class materials with you that you will need for class.  Be organized.

6. Students (grades 7-12) are not to be in the hall without a pass during class time.

7. Please help keep the classrooms and school clean and safe.  Damage to any school property may be referred to the principal and monetary fines may be applied.  All assessments of cost will be made by the school district.

8. When you return to school from an absence, it is the student’s responsibility to ask for make-up work from their teachers and to have notified the high school office of their absence.  You will have two days for each day that you were gone to do make-up work for excused absences  

9. Cheating will not be tolerated.  The grade on cheating will be a zero.  The teacher may refer cheating incidents to the principal.

10. Know the fire drill procedures.  Be prompt and quiet when the fire alarm rings.  Once outside, please stay with your class, as attendance needs to be taken for safety reasons.

11. Please treat the guests in our school building with respect.  Misbehavior with a substitute teacher will result in a double detention.  

12. No food or beverages in the classroom.  Water bottles are permitted at the teacher’s discretion. Students should check with the individual teachers on their classroom rules.

13. Study Hall is a part of a student’s day.  Students are expected to have study materials and follow the Study Hall rules.  Study Halls are expected to be quiet.

14. Teachers and administrators reserve the right to remove any device that is considered a disruption to education.

15. If a physical or verbal altercation occurs anywhere on the school grounds or at a school sponsored event, and a student takes a video of the altercation on any device, consequences will be administered by administration.

DISCIPLINE

TARDY TO SCHOOL IN THE MORNING
Students are asked to report to the office before attending class when late to school.  All detentions for tardiness to school in the morning will be assigned from the office staff.  Students who do not serve a detention within the assigned time may not practice, participate or attend after school activities.
Parents will be contacted if a student does not complete the detention.  Students are not to be admitted to a first hour class tardy, unless they have an admit slip from the office.

DETENTION PROCEDURE
· Detention will be assigned on Tuesdays and Thursdays from 3:00 p.m. to 3:45 p.m.
· Students must have appropriate materials to work on for 45 minutes.  If they have no work, they will not be admitted to detention and one period will be added to the detention.
· There will be no talking or disruptive noises.
· Students will be on time.  No one will be admitted to detention after 3:00 p.m.  If a student is late for or skips detention, more consequences will be administered.
· Students will remain in their seats for the entire detention.
· No breaks will be allowed during detention.
· The detention monitor will assign additional detention time if any of these rules are not followed.
· All school rules will be followed.
· Excessive detentions will result in the administration reserving the right to possibly remove the student from the class.
· Detentions may also be assigned and served with individual teachers.  The time that the detention will be served will be at the teacher’s discretion.  Missed or repetitive detentions may result in out of school suspension.

DISCIPLINE DEFINITIONS

IN-SCHOOL SUSPENSION:  provides a student with an educational program in a specific classroom or office.  This procedure is considered an attempt to provide an alternative program prior to dismissal.

TIME OUT:  is utilized for a student who is psychologically or emotionally unable to confront a situation.  The principal or the counselor may permit a student to spend some time in a neutral environment.



SCHOOL BUS SAFETY INFORMATION

I.   Riding the School Bus is a privilege, Not a Right

(1) A “privilege” is something which is granted as a special benefit or advantage.  A “right” is defined as something to which one has a just claim or to which one is justly entitled.  Privileges are special because they must be earned by the individual.  The privilege of riding the school bus is earned by exhibiting good behavior while on the bus.
(2) The school day begins at the bus stop and continues through the end of the bus ride home.  The classroom extends to the bus stop and onto the bus.  Poor conduct is not tolerated in the classroom nor will it be tolerated on the bus.  Inappropriate behavior on the bus will result in loss of the bus riding privilege.

II.  Appropriate Bus Conduct

(1) Stay out of the DANGER ZONES outside the bus.  If you can touch the bus, you are too close.  The DANGER ZONE is an area within ten feet of the bus in all directions.
(2) Follow driver’s instructions.  The driver is the adult in charge of the bus.  There may be an adult aide assigned to the bus to assist the driver in maintaining order on the bus.  This person carries the same authority as the driver.
(3) Be on time.  You must be at your bus stop one minute before the bus is scheduled to arrive.  If the bus arrives on time, the driver will stop, look up and down the road for students, and leave if none are at the stop or coming to the stop.  If you miss the bus it is your responsibility to find a way to school.
(4) Always sit down.  Your personal safety as well as the safety of others is at risk if you should stand while the bus is moving.  You must remain seated until the bus comes to a complete stop at school or at your corner.
(5) Be courteous.  No fighting, swearing, or yelling.  Fighting and swearing may be cause for suspension from school or the loss of bus riding privileges.  Violence is not tolerated at Randolph Public Schools.  Violence includes physical and verbal attacks and intimidation or threats.  This policy includes all time spent on the bus.
(6) No eating or drinking.  Food and beverages create garbage on the bus, and it is not fair that other students should have to sit on a messy bus.  There is also a possibility that eating or drinking on the bus could result in choking.
(7) Keep your bus clean.  Nobody should have to ride on a bus that is messy or filled with trash.  Each student shares a responsibility to keep the bus clean.  Any repair costs due to willful damage or acts of vandalism will be billed to the student responsible for the damage.
(8) Keep your head and arms inside the bus windows.  This is just common sense.  It only takes a second to incur an injury that could result in permanent disability or even death.  Remember that throwing objects out of the windows or yelling at people outside the bus is not acceptable.
(9) No pets or dangerous objects.  No animals of any kind are allowed on the bus with the exception of guide dogs.  Dangerous objects are anything that could cause an injury if mishandled.  These include any object that could be used as a weapon.  Water pistols or toy guns are forbidden.

III. Boarding and exiting the bus, staying out of the DANGER ZONE, safe street crossing.

Since most serious student injuries occur just prior to loading or just after exiting the school bus, certain precautions must be taken to ensure safety.  The DANGER ZONE is the area within ten feet of the bus in any direction.  Students who are walking through or standing in the DANGER ZONE are very likely to be outside of the bus driver’s field of vision.  It is important to stay out of the DANGER ZONE in order to be seen by the driver.  Students who must cross the street after exiting the bus need to be aware of the hazards presented by other vehicles, which might fail to stop for the bus.

Correct procedures for loading at bus stops are as follows:
(1) Wait until the bus comes to a full stop. 
(2) Form a single line.
(3) Don’t crowd or push.
(4) Use the handrail.
(5) Take the stops one at a time.
(6) Go straight to your seat.
(7) Stay in that seat until the bus arrives at school.


Procedures for exiting the bus are as follows:

(1) Wait until the bus is completely stopped at your bus stop or at the school.
(2) Stand up and go straight to the front of the bus.
(3) Don’t crowd or push, wait your turn.
(4) Use the handrail
(5) Take the steps one at a time.
(6) Move away from the bus (get out of the DANGER ZONE).

The procedure for safe street crossing in front of the bus:
Note:  When students cross in front of the bus, the 8-way warning lights and STOP arm will be activated.

(1) After exiting the bus more directly to the sidewalk and out of the DANGER ZONE.
(2) Move forward of the bus to a spot about ten feet ahead of the front bumper.
(3) Turn back to look at the bus driver and make eye contact.
(4) When the driver gives the signal (either a hand signal or using the public-address system) cross the street while checking continuously for oncoming vehicles.
(5) Upon reaching the far edge of the bus, take a look back to the rear of the bus to be sure no vehicles are passing the bus and running through the stop arm.
(6) After reaching the opposite side of the street, move onto the sidewalk and proceed directly home.


IV. The District-Wide Discipline Policies for Student Conduct and School Bus Safety 

State law makes you responsible to know and follow the district-wide policies for student conduct.  This policy gives guidelines for discipline in the classroom and on school buses. Since the school bus is to be considered an extension of the classroom, the policies for conduct in the school extend to the buses.  This will be interpreted to mean that the school day begins when you arrive at your bus stop in the morning (before the bus arrives) and ends when you arrive home after school.

If you are unfamiliar with the District-Wide Discipline Policy, you may review it on the school website.

V.  Emergency Evacuations

State law requires all students to learn the correct procedures to follow in the event the bus needs to be evacuated.  School bus evacuation training is now required as part of the school bus safety training.  A bus driver trainer will perform this portion of student safety training.  Pay close attention to these instructions since there could be an accident situation where you will need to apply the instructions you receive from the trainer.  The bus driver will determine when and how the bus evacuation (if there needs to be one) will proceed.  If the bus driver is unable to direct the evacuation, you need to be able to respond appropriately to the situation. You will know to stay in your seat until the driver gives instructions concerning how the bus will be evacuated.  You will know that it is important to stay together in a group away from the bus in a safe area.

STUDENT ACTIVITIES

PHILOSOPHY OF CO-CURRICULAR ACTIVITIES
Co-curricular activities are part of the educational program conducted by the school.  All students are strongly encouraged to participate in at least one of these activities annually.  The activities should be challenging as well as fun.  They are designed to provide additional opportunities for students to develop their interests and abilities.  Some of the value derived from active participation in co-curricular are:
· Developing a sense of commitment to a team organization and the school.
· Developing personal skills such as self-discipline, sound judgment, positive attitudes, and a sense of responsibility.
· Developing a sense of pride in oneself and in the school.
· Developing the qualities of a good sports person.
· Developing the desire to achieve one’s best personal effort.
· Learning the value of competition and enjoying co-curricular participation.

ACTIVITIES
The following activities are considered to be co-curricular at Randolph Schools:
Football, volleyball, boy’s basketball, girl’s basketball, baseball, softball, track and field, soccer, gymnastics, wrestling, golf, cross country running, trap shooting, girls alpine skiing, National Honor Society, yearbook, Knowledge Bowl, Art Club, National Art Honor Society, cheerleading, FFA, FCA, FCCLA, Randolph Reelers, Speech, Fall Musical, Spring Theater Production.


PARENT SPORT MEETINGS
There may be a sports meeting for parents and players prior to each sport season with practice times, game schedules, rules and directions to the games handed out.  Students must have an updated sports physical every three years.

REIMBURSEMENT POLICY
The 4th Monday of a season is the deadline for reimbursement of an athletic/activity fee.  If an individual student quits after this date, the fee will not be reimbursed.  Students and families must fill out an Activity Refund form and submit it to the Activities Director.
 

ELIGIBILITY REGULATIONS
The Minnesota State High School League and the Randolph Board of Education determine policies for eligibility for co-curricular activities.  The Board of Education has adopted an academic eligibility policy, developed by Randolph Schools administration and coaches.  Students must be receiving a passing grade (D-) at mid-quarter, quarter and semester to be eligible to participate in extra-curricular activities.  If a student is deemed ineligible because of grades, the student, parents/guardians and coaches will be notified.  The policy is posted throughout the school and is available to each participant through the athletic director.  Each coach or advisor of the activity or sport will discuss the rules with all students involved and will monitor compliance of these rules.  Refer to the School Web Site to view Policy #550.


MINNESOTA STATE HIGH SCHOOL LEAGUE RULES ON THE USE OF ALCOHOL, TOBACCO, DRUGS AND MARIJUANA:
RULE:
During the school year, during the season of practice or any off-season time, play or rehearsal, regardless of the quantity, a student shall not use a beverage containing alcohol, use tobacco, including E-cigarettes, use or consume, have in possession, buy, sell or give away marijuana or any substance defined by law as a drug.  It is not a violation for a student to be in possession of a legally defined drug specifically prescribed for the student’s own use by his/her physician.

PENALTIES:
FIRST VIOLATION:
After confirmation of the first violation, the student shall lose eligibility for the next two consecutive interscholastic events or two weeks of a season, in which the student is a participant, whichever is greater.  No exception is permitted for a student who becomes a participant in a treatment program.

SECOND VIOLATION:
After confirmation of the second violation, the student shall lose eligibility for the next six consecutive interscholastic events in which the student is a participant.  No exception is permitted for a student who becomes a participant in treatment program.


THIRD AND SUBSEQUENT VIOLATIONS:
After confirmation of the third subsequent violation, the student shall lose eligibility for the next twelve consecutive interscholastic events in which the student is a participant.  

If after the third or subsequent violations, the student on his/her own violation becomes a participant in a chemical dependency or treatment program, the student may be certified for reinstatement in Minnesota State High School League activities after a minimum period of six weeks.  Such certification must be issued by the director or a counselor of a chemical dependency center.  Penalties shall be accumulative beginning with and throughout the student’s participation on a varsity, junior varsity or sophomore team.

PETS
We cannot allow children to bring pets or animals to school due to allergies and air quality.  We do know children love to show and tell about their pets and we ask that they bring photos rather than the live animal.
 
STUDENT ACTIVITY REGULATIONS
ATTENDANCE ON THE DAY OF THE ACTIVITY
Students will be in attendance 4 full periods unless excused by the Principal or Assistant Principal/
Activities Director BEFORE the day of the activity.  If a student goes home ill during the school day of an activity they may not come back to school and participate in the activity. 

SCHOOL ATTENDANCE ON THE DAY FOLLOWING THE ACTIVITY
If a student is absent the day after an evening event/activity, parents/guardians must contact the school office before 8:30 a.m. and explain the reason for the absence.  A determination will be made at that time concerning participation in the next scheduled event/activity and whether the absence is excused or unexcused.

PRACTICE FOR AND ATTENDANCE AT A SCHOOL ACTIVITY
To practice for or to attend a school activity as a spectator/participant, a student must be in school for at least four class periods unless an absence requiring a student to be gone from school for more than four class periods is approved by the Principal or Assistant Principal/Activities Director prior to the time the absence occurs.

UNEXCUSED ABSENCE & PARTICIPATION IN A SCHOOL ACTIVITY
A student with an unexcused absence from any class during the school day may not practice for, participate in, or attend any school activity that day, and may not practice or participate the next school day following an unexcused absence.  Additional penalties may be imposed because of unexcused absences.

TRANSPORTATION TO AND FROM A SCHOOL ACTIVITY
Students are expected to ride to and from activities in school vehicles.  
Riding Home with Parents; Students may be signed out with the coach at the game/activity/event.
Riding Home with Another Adult:  Parent of the student needs to email the AD prior to noon on the day of the game.

MUSIC ACTIVITIES
The school maintains several instrumental and choral groups.  Regular school participation credited towards graduation is graded for successful participation.  From time to time these organizations appear in public concerts and represent the school in competition.  Minnesota State High School League Rules govern the participation in these events also.
 
NATIONAL HONOR SOCIETY
The National Honor Society (NHS) is composed of honor students from the sophomore, junior and senior classes.  Sophomores are provisional members.  Juniors and seniors are active members.  The purpose of NHS is to create an atmosphere for scholarship, to stimulate a desire for service, to promote worthy leadership, and to encourage the development of character in students of Randolph High School.  The following procedure is the criteria that Randolph School uses in the selection of new members into Randolph’s National Honor Society chapter.  1.)  Only students who have attended Randolph the equivalent of one semester may be considered for membership.  However, if the pervious principal gives a recommendation, the Faculty Council may waive the semester regulation.  2.)  Candidates must have a cumulative scholastic average of 3.50 which falls under the guidelines of scholarship.  3.) Candidates must submit a resume detailing accomplishments in the areas of service, leadership and character.  4.)  The selection of each candidate will be evaluated on the basis of service, leadership and character.  5.)  All individuals who wish to apply for NHS are required to perform a minimum of 10 hours of community service.  The NHS candidate must provide documentation of the community service that was done.  The documentation must include a description of the community service and the number of hours completed.  It also needs to have the signature and phone number of the person verifying community service hours. 6.)  Five members of the high school staff will serve as the Faculty Council.  The selection of each member to Randolph’s NHS chapter shall be by a majority vote of the Faculty Council.
NHS PROBATION:  A National Honor Society member must maintain the standards for membership which were the basis of their election and will be promptly warned if they do not meet these standards.  Parents will be notified when their student is put on probation.  Any student receiving a grade point average of less than 3.50 for a semester grading period is automatically on probation.  If a grade point average of less than 3.5 is not maintained by any member for two consecutive semesters, he/she is automatically dropped from the NHS roll.  A grade of F during any semester marking period will also result in immediate dismissal.  Once a member is dismissed he/she cannot be reinstated.



SCHOOL DANCES/EVENTS
Student groups who wish to sponsor dances must reserve the date well in advance, consult the faculty advisor, review the dance school policy statement, and then consult the principal.  All school social activities require the supervision of a faculty advisor.
· A student may invite one student guest to a dance.  Policies and guidelines are the same for guests as they are for Randolph students.  The host student is responsible for the behavior of the guest.  The student guest must be registered in the office prior to the dance/event and get permission from the High School Principal.
· Persons giving indication of having used or are in the possession of drugs, tobacco and/or alcohol will not be admitted.
· A person who leaves the dance/school event will not be readmitted that evening.
· All prom attendees must be in at least 9th grade.  One of the couple must be a junior or a senior at Randolph High School to attend prom.  The Randolph High School student must notify the High School Principal of the guest they are bringing to prom.
· Age 20 is the maximum age for a person to attend prom, any other school dances the attendee must be in grades 7-12.

SPECTATOR CONDUCT
All students who attend any activity as a spectator or participant are representatives of Randolph School.  The conduct demonstrated by students leaves an impression on both the citizens of our community and the people from the visiting or host school.  It is expected that all students want this impression to be a favorable one.  The student’s display of good sportsmanship is strongly requested.  Treat visitors as you would like to be treated when you visit their school.  All spectators must be fully clothed when entering a game.  Body paint on someone’s torso is not considered “covered”.  Students will be asked to cover and clothe their body if they show up with body paint on and not wearing appropriate clothing.  No spectators are allowed to wear a mask, unless specified by authorities, or yell out a chant/cheer that singles out a participant.

SPORTSMANSHIP
A good sports person plays fair.  He/She doesn’t cheat, but plays the game hard and according to the rules.  He/She treats opponents with courtesy.  When playing in a group game, he/she does not play for personal glory, but for the team.

RANDOLPH LEADERSHIP ACADEMY
This organization is composed of students who apply and are selected by the Administration, Coaches and Advisors.  The purpose of the True Blue Crew is to develop and practice good citizenship and leadership in the student body, assist the administration in management of student affairs, promote school spirit, and to promote the general welfare of the school by providing a forum for student activities and opinions.






TRUE BLUE STUDENT OF THE MONTH
Each month one junior high and one senior high school student will be recognized as “True Blue Student of the Month”.  Recognition will take various forms.  All “True Blue Students of the Month” will be honored through certificates, letters home and the newspaper.

	FUND RAISING
Due to Smart Snack Standards, any fund raisers concerning food sold during school hours (midnight the night before to 3:30 p.m.) need to be approved through Lori Underdahl, Food Service, or Mike Kelley, Superintendent, before selling may begin.  All fund raisers must be approved through Mr. Schmidt, Activities Director. Please refer to policy 511 for more information.

CLASS DUES
At the beginning of the school year, each grade will establish the class dues amount.  No grade may set class dues over $5.00 per student, per year.  Dues will be used to help defray costs of class activities and to have sufficient funds in the class treasury to help defray expenses for the junior/senior prom and graduation.  Students who do not pay their class dues may be denied participation in some school class activities including school dances and the prom.  If the class dues are a financial hardship for the student’s family, please see the high school principal.

	LEAVING THE BUILDING FOR EXTRA CURRICULAR
Students who are involved in extra-curricular activities must attain a written note from their activity supervisor stating that parents were contacted and the student has permission from both the supervisor and parents to leave the building.  It is the supervisor’s discretion along with the Administration whether or not to allow the student to leave the building for extra-curricular gear.

STUDENT SERVICES

PARENTAL CUSTODY
In cases where parents are separated or divorced, it is recommended that the school have documentation of custody and visitation rights.  This is particularly true when one parent has sole legal custody, or when there is a legal restriction on the non-custodial parent’s access to the child(ren) or their school record.
Minnesota Statues Section 120A.22, Subdivision 1a, and Section 518.17, Subdivision 3 provide that “upon request, a non-custodial parent has the right of access to, and to receive copies of school records and information, to attend conferences, and to be informed about the child’s welfare, educational progress, and status, as authorized under section 518.17, subdivision 3.  The school is not required to hold a separate conference for each parent.”
If there is no legal restriction, and upon request, the school will:
· Send duplicate correspondence to the non-custodial parent;
· Arrange for review of school records by the non-custodial parent;
· Keep non-custodial parents apprised of major school events.
The custodial parent is responsible to:
· Provide a copy of the signed and certified court order to the school.
· Provide the school with any revisions/updates in the court order that affect custody, visitation, or record-access rights.
The school is responsible to:
· Maintain a copy of the relevant sections of the court order;
· Inform appropriate school personnel of the provisions or restrictions in the court order;
· Abide by the provisions and/or restrictions ordered.

COMMUNICATIONS
The daily bulletin contains notices of activities for the day and other pertinent information.  
The daily bulletin is posted on our school website at www.randolph.k12.mn.us. and Campus Portal. Students are held responsible for all communications and notifications and neither absence nor tardiness excuses a student from compliance with regulations contained therein.  Notices for the bulletin should be written on the daily bulletin form and given to the office the afternoon before the day of the announcement.  All students are responsible to check their e-mail on a daily basis. 

Any signs to be posted in the school corridors need to have an approval signature of the building principal before it is posted.

CLASS RINGS
Members of the sophomore class usually order class rings in the fall of the year.  Delivery may be expected in the winter.

MEDIA CENTER
Students and staff are encouraged to use the media center for research, quiet study, and recreational reading.  All persons using the media center should respect the rights of others using the facilities and services.  Students are expected to comply with the following regulations:
· Book materials will be circulated for two weeks, reference materials for overnight only, and non-book materials on a very limited basis.
· The individual who checked out the materials must replace lost or damaged materials.  For your own protection, do not check out materials for friends or lend them your materials.
· The media center staff and administration will determine the maximum number of students in the media center at any time.
· Abuse of media center privileges will result in the loss of those privileges and/or school discipline consequences.

LOCKERS
The school district has the responsibility to create a climate within the school, which assures the safety and welfare of all persons.  The state law says that lockers belong to the school district, but may be used by the students.  Therefore, the school insists that lockers be properly cared for and not used for the storage of illegal items.

To prevent losses from your locker:
· Do not share your locker.
· Always make sure your locker door is completely shut.
· Do not leave money or other valuables in your locker.
· Keep your locker neat and clean.
· You will be charged for any damage done to your locker, including marker graffiti.  Marker cannot be removed and disciplinary action will be taken against those who damage lockers.
Please do not bring trapper organizers or book bags with handles or wheels to school, as these items do not fit in the lockers.

The school reserves the right to inspect lockers periodically.  Illegal items and items belonging to the school or another person may be seized.  All seized items may be returned to the proper authority or to the owner.

LOST AND FOUND
Students are requested to turn in all items found in the school building to the main office.  Lost books and papers may be reclaimed in the office.  It is the responsibility of the students to locate their lost items and to turn in found items to the high school office.



COMPUTERIZED LUNCH POLICY
· Students and staff lunches, breakfast, milk, ala carte items will be sold and processed through a computerized meal accounting program.
· Each student will be assigned a number.  A family may send money for this program whenever they wish, and in any amount.  All students and staff members are issued a specific lunch account number.  That number will be entered each day at the end of the food receiving line.
· Charged meals, ala carte items, and milk for students are deducted each day from their family’s account.  The system keeps track of the number of purchases made by family members in the current month and year.
· Families will be notified when their balance in the family account is at $5.00.  The family will be contacted via automated e-mail reminders.
· Students with more than a $14.00 deficit in their family account will not be permitted to charge lunch, breakfast or ala carte items against the family account.
· The daily limit restricting how much students may charge for breakfast and/or lunch ala carte items will be set only for families who have filled out a form requesting a cut off amount for these items.  These forms are available from the elementary and high school offices.
· Payments for lunch, breakfast, and milk can be made at the high school or elementary office, or to the lunch line operator.  Payment may also be made on line.
· Charging to another individual’s account is not permitted.
· Account balances will be refunded to families that request a refund within 30 days after their children have withdrawn or graduated.
· The price for student and adult lunches, breakfasts and milk shall be set by the School Board based upon the recommendation of the administration.
· Money left in the family account at the end of the school year will be carried over for the next school year.

When paying by check, you authorize checks returned unpaid to be represented electronically, and a fee of $30.00 to be recovered electronically or by draft.
 
LUNCH PROCEDURES
The following lunchtime procedures will be enforced:
· No food is to be eaten outside of the cafeteria.  This includes the school parking lot.  
· No food is to be ordered out for lunch.
· Do not crowd or push when lining up for lunches.  Please respect the rights of those in other classes.
· Return all dishes and silverware to the counter after properly disposing of all wastes.
· Students are to remain in the Cafeteria/Commons area after eating lunch.
· NO ONE IS TO BE IN ANY VEHICLE DURING LUNCH PERIOD OR ANY OTHER CLASS PERIOD.  
· Students are to remain in the school for lunch.
· STUDENTS ARE NOT TO BE IN THE HALLWAYS OR IN THE ELEMENTARY BUILDING DURING LUNCH PERIOD UNLESS GIVEN PERMISSION AND A PASS BY THE NOON HOUR SUPERVISOR.


TELEPHONES:
PHONE USAGE DURING SCHOOL IS NOT ALLOWED.  Students are provided with a telephone in the office for EMERGENCY USE ONLY before and after school.  The school will not call students from class to answer calls.  We encourage parents to only call for your child in the event of an emergency.  The phone usage policy is established so students can remain in class where learning takes place.  Long distance calls are the responsibility of the student.

Cell Phones or other electronic devices are allowed during school hours; however, they are to be used at the teacher’s discretion.  Students in violation of individual teacher’s classroom rules on electronic devices will have discipline consequences.  In addition, outside of school hours, electronic devices/cell phones are not allowed to be turned on in bathrooms or locker rooms.  If a student records a verbal or physical altercation anywhere on the school property or a school sponsored activities, consequences will be assigned by administration

TEXTBOOKS
Textbooks are furnished by the school district.  Good care should be given to all materials.  You are responsible for materials loaned to you and you are required to pay for any undue damage or loss of these materials.  It is strongly recommended that all textbooks be covered to prevent damage.  

HEADPHONES
Students will not be allowed to wear headphones in the classroom.  No electronic devices or any device, which would interrupt the school process, is allowed in the classrooms.  Teachers and administrators reserve the right to remove any device that is considered a disruption to education.

SCHOOL SPONSORED TRIPS
The school will decide the dates that a school sponsored trip will be offered and will provide information to families about the trip.
