Congratulations to Megan Erickson on winning the Athena Award, which will be emceed by Randy Shaver, and also for her school record breaking final total of 1,828 points scored in basketball!
10)       Michael Kelley, Superintendent, reported on how impressed he was to see the 
Individual projects our house construction students have been making with scrap lumber; the school constructed house for 2020-2021 is ahead of schedule and will be listed soon, Kent Peine has been doing an outstanding job.  Our Learning Model will continue with in-person classes for elementary and hybrid schedule for grades 7-12 – things are not getting better yet with COVID, so we are staying the course.  Construction update – few little details getting wrapped up, Met-Con Construction has been phenomenal to work with.  In October we will have a second school van that can no longer transport students (based on manufacturing date), so we may be replacing them with a second 10-passenger van.  We will be hiring an elementary teacher.
